PROTECT AND BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ADJACENT STRUCTURES AND SPACES WITHIN THE AREA OF OPERATION
UNDER THIS CONTRACT. ANY DAMAGE OR DISTURBANCE RESULTING FROM WORK DONE UNDER THIS
CONTRACT SHALL BE PROMPTLY RESTORED, REPLACED OR REPAIRED AT NO EXTRA COST TO THE OWNER.

DO NOT INTERRUPT EXISTING UTILITIES SERVING EXISTING FACILITIES EXCEPT WHEN AUTHORIZED IN WRITING

REVIEW BOTH ARCHITECTURAL & ENGINEERING DRAWINGS FOR SCOPE OF WORK. ARCH. DRAWINGS TO BE
USED FOR QUANTITY AND FINAL LOCATIONS.

IF DOCUMENTS ARE AT VARIANCE WITH ONE ANOTHER ON A PARTICULAR ITEM OR ITEMS, CONTRACTOR SHALL
BASE HIS PROPOSAL ON THE BETTER QUALITY OR MORE EXPENSIVE OF THE CONDITIONS. ITEMS OR

EQUIPMENT SPECIFIED UNDER ONE TRADE SHALL BE BINDING AS IF SPECIFIED UNDER ALL APPLICABLE TRADES.

DRAWINGS OF BASE BUILDING CONDITIONS ARE BASED ON EXISTING BUILDING DRAWINGS, AND ON LIMITED
FIELD OBSERVATION. ACTUAL CONDITIONS MAY DIFFER FROM THOSE SHOWN. EACH BIDDER IS TO ARRANGE
FOR AFIELD INSPECTION OF ALL AREAS OF WORK PRIOR TO THE SUBMISSION OF THEIR BID. SUBMISSION OF A
BID REPRESENTS THE CONTRACTOR UNDERSTANDS ALL EXISTING CONDITIONS AND HAS INCLUDED ALL COSTS

WORK SHALL CONFORM TO LOCAL BUILDING CODES AND ORDINANCES AND OTHER AGENCIES HAVING
JURISDICTION. THE RULES AND REGULATIONS OF OSHA SHALL BE ADHERED TO FOR THE PROJECT.

"SIMILAR" OR "SIM" MEANS COMPARABLE CHARACTERISTICS FOR THE CONDITIONS NOTED. VERIFY DIMENSIONS
AND ORIENTATION ON PLANS AND ELEVATIONS.

DIMENSIONS AND NOTES FOR A GIVEN CONDITION ARE TYPICAL FOR SIMILAR CONDITIONS, UNLESS OTHERWISE
NOTED.

COORDINATE WORK WITH BUILDING MANAGEMENT INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO SCHEDULING TIME AND
LOCATIONS FOR DELIVERIES, BUILDING ACCESS, BUILDING FACILITIES, AND USE AND CLEARANCE OF AVAILABLE
ELEVATORS.

WORK AREAS SHALL REMAIN SECURE AND LOCKABLE DURING CONSTRUCTION. PROVIDE TEMPORARY
LOCKABLE DOORS TO PROVIDE THE TENANT CONSTANT ACCESS TO SPACES NOT UNDER CONSTRUCTION.
PROVIDE TENANT WITH KEYS FOR TEMPORARY DOORS.

UPON AWARD OF THE CONTRACT FOR CONSTRUCTION, DETERMINE THE DELIVERY SCHEDULE OF MATERIALS
NEEDED FOR THE COMPLETION OF THE WORK. PROCURE, DELIVER, AND STORE MATERIALS AND LABOR IN

FOR CONSTRUCTION TO THE ARCHITECT, AND WILL BE CONSIDERED ONLY IF THEY PROVIDE BETTER SERVICES,
HAVE A MORE ADVANTAGEOUS DELIVERY DATE, OR HAVE A LOWER PRICE PROVIDING A CREDIT TO THE TENANT
AND WILL NOT SACRIFICE QUALITY, APPEARANCE OR FUNCTION. UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES WILL THE

PROVIDE A FULL-TIME SUPERINTENDENT OR REPRESENTATIVE AT THE JOB SITE AT ALL TIMES, WHO SHALL
SUPERVISE AND DIRECT THE WORK ACCORDING TO THE SPECIFIED QUALITY STANDARDS.

APPLY, INSTALL, CONNECT, ERECT, CLEAN, AND/OR CONDITION MANUFACTURED ARTICLES, MATERIALS, AND/OR
EQUIPMENT PER MANUFACTURER'S INSTRUCTIONS. IN CASE OF CONFLICT BETWEEN MANUFACTURER'S
INSTRUCTIONS AND THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL OBTAIN WRITTEN CLARIFICATION

RESPONSIBLE FOR CONSTRUCTION MEANS, METHODS, TECHNIQUES, SEQUENCES AND PROCEDURES, AND FOR
THE COORDINATION OF WORK, AND FOR THE WORK PERFORMED BY HIS SUBCONTRACTORS.

COORDINATE AND SCHEDULE WORK BY OTHERS, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO TELEPHONE, DATA AND
"FURNISHED-AND/OR-INSTALLED-OWNER-PROVIDED" ITEMS. CONTRACTOR SHALL COORDINATE EXACT
LOCATIONS AND SHALL DO THE CUTTING, FITTING, AND PATCHING THAT MAY BE REQUIRED TO MAKE THE PARTS
OF THE WORK, WHICH WILL RECEIVE THE WORK OF OTHERS, AS SHOWN OR REASONABLY IMPLIED BY THE
DRAWINGS AND SPECIFICATIONS.

PATCH SURFACES TO MATCH ADJACENT IN A MANNER SUITABLE TO RECEIVE FINISHES.

PROTECT THE BUILDING PREMISES AND OCCUPANTS ON THE PROJECT SITE FROM DAMAGE. PROVIDE AND
MAINTAIN NECESSARY COVERINGS, BOARDS, TEMPORARY PARTITIONS, AND DOORS, AS REQUIRED TO PROTECT
EXISTING WORK, MATERIALS, AND FINISHES TO REMAIN AT THE JOB SITE. BE HELD RESPONSIBLE FOR DAMAGES
ATTRIBUTABLE TO HIS OPERATION, REPAIRS, OR REPLACEMENT WITHOUT ADDITIONAL CHARGE TO THE PARTY

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SHOP DRAWINGS/SUBMITTALS ARE REQUIRED FOR BUT NOT LIMITED TO THE FOLLOWING: MILLWORK,
STRUCTURAL/MISCELLANEOUS STEEL, HARDWARE, WOOD AND METAL DOORS, PLUMBINF FIXTURES, AND
EQUIPMENT. SHOP DRAWINGS SHOULD INCLUDE DETAILED FABRICATION AND ERECTION DRAWINGS, SETTING
DRAWINGS, AND MATERIAL SCHEDULES. FABRICATION SHALL BEGIN ONLY AFTER ARCHITECT'S REVIEW AND

WARRANTY FOR EACH.
DO NOT SCALE DRAWINGS. CLARIFICATION OR INFORMATION REQUIRED BY THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE

FURNISHED, UPON WRITTEN REQUEST, BY THE ARCHITECT.

WOOD MATERIALS SHALL MEET APPLICABLE CODES. THEY SHALL BE FIRE RETARDANT-TREATED WOOQD IN
ACCORDANCE WITH LOCAL BUILDING CODES.

REVIEW REQUIRED SHOP DRAWINGS/SUBMITTALS PRIOR TO SUBMISSION TO THE ARCHITECT AND SHALL
INDICATE ON THE SHOP DRAWING/SUBMITTAL THAT SUCH REVIEW HAS TAKEN PLACE. SHOP DRAWINGS SHALL
BE SUBMITTED ELECTRONICALLY WITH EXCEPTION OF SAMPLES. EACH SUBMITTAL SHALL CONTAIN THREE (3)
COPIES OF PRODUCT DATA OR SAMPLES. REVIEW OF SHOP DRAWINGS/SUBMITTALS BY ARCHITECT IS ONLY
FOR GENERAL CONFORMANCE WITH THE DESIGN CONCEPT OF THE PROJECT, AND GENERAL COMPLIANCE WITH
THE INFORMATION INCLUDED IN THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS. BE RESPONSIBLE FOR CORRELATING AND
CONFIRMING DIMENSIONS AND QUANTITIES, CHOOSING THE FABRICATION PROCESSES AND CONSTRUCTION
TECHNIQUES, COORDINATING RELATED TRADES, AND PERFORMING THE WORK IN A SAFE AND SATISFACTORY

AMOUNT WITHOUT WRITTEN AUTHORIZATION FROM THE C.M. FAILURE TO OBTAIN SUCH AUTHORIZATION SHALL
INVALIDATE A CLAIM FOR EXTRA COMPENSATION.

ELEVATORS.

PROVIDE FIREMASTER WRAP AT ALL SMOKE DAMPERS. WRAP ALL DAMPERS BACK TO CORE WALLS AS REQ'D.
SEE MEP DRAWINGS FOR FURTHER DIRECTION.

INFILL SLAB PENETRATIONS AS REQUIRED AND PROVIDE FIRESTOPPING TO MAINTAIN RATING SYSTEM. SEE
STRUCTURAL DRAWINGS FOR ADDITIONAL INFORMATION.

WOOD JOISTS AND FRAMING REQUIRING NOTCHING OR DRILLING FOR NEW CONSTRUCTION TO BE SUBMITTED
FOR REVIEW AND APPROVAL BY STRUCTURAL ENGINEER PRIOR TO WORK.

DEMOLITION NOTES
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THE SCOPE OF DEMOLITION WORK HAS GENERALLY BEEN INDICATED ON THE DRAWINGS FOR CONTRACTORS
